demonstrated need for improved housing, willingness to partner with San Diego Habitat for
Humanity, and an ability to pay a monthly mortgage.

SDHFH rebuilt 21 homes for the victims of the 2003 Wildfires and offered discounted
building materials to hundreds of families who lost their homes in the fires from the
Habitat for Humanity ReStore. SDHFH is here to help in rebuilding efforts once again.
